Draft East Devon Playing Pitch Strategy for Cabinet June 2015 — Consultation Statement

Introduction

The East Devon Playing Pitch Strategy (PPS) 2015 has been developed by a steering group
comprising relevant Council officers and elected Members and representatives of Sport
England, the FA, ECB, RFU, England Hockey and Active Devon with other representatives
brought in at relevant times. There has been a constant dialogue from the start of the
process through to adoption and this will continue into the future with the steering group to
meet at least annually to review progress.

Early stages

In September 2013 all town and parish councils were consulted as part of the Open Space
Study Review. In terms of the PPS, this consultation was used to ensure that officers were
aware of all of the playing pitches in the district that would need to be assessed.

Parish Councils were contacted with a list of open spaces (including pitches) requesting that
they confirm that we had all of the open spaces within their areas listed. An example of the

Parish Councils survey can be seen below.
Example survey (Budleigh Salterton)
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45 out of 65 Parishes responded, giving a response rate of 69%. This was considered to be
a reasonable rate of response and so it was assumed that all sites containing pitches had
been identified. The list of pitches for the PPS to assess was then compiled based on the
results of this survey and consulting the Active Places Power database.

Once the full set of playing pitch sites had been identified, pitch users were sent a survey to
ascertain certain details relating to the pitches and pitch users. This survey was based on
the survey questions recommended by each of the National Governing Bodies (NGBs) and
designed using SNAP surveys software which meant that they looked professional, flowed
well and collation and interrogation of the data was easy. This also enabled the surveys to
be sent out and responded to electronically and/or by paper.

With the help of the relevant NGB and Devon County Council, surveys were sent out to all
football, rugby and hockey clubs as well as schools. The ECB chose to conduct their own
survey. The email below was sent to all relevant clubs and schools on 2 October 2013:

Dear Sir/Madam,

East Devon and Exeter Playing Pitch Strategy survey

East Devon District Council and Exeter City Council are producing a new Playing Pitch Strategy (PPS). As part of the process in developing
the PPS, football, rugby, cricket and hockey clubs and educational establishments across East Devon and Exeter are being contacted to
take part in a survey. This survey is designed to get a good idea of pitches and facilities at clubs; plans for the future; demand for new /

improved pitches and facilities; and to provide evidence for future investment.

In order to respond to the survey please visit www.eastdevon.gov.uk/playingpitchstrategy and choose the appropriate survey. Please

note that the deadline for responses is Friday 8 November 2013.

It is important to respond to the survey as a robust evidence base can be the difference between being able to get funding or not for
future projects. Sport England and the governing bodies for sport often require an up to date PPS to be in place before releasing funding
for projects to confirm that there is an evidenced need for the investment.

Responses to the surveys will be collated and analysed to give a clear picture of the areas, specific pitches and clubs that require
investment / improved provision. Pitch assessments will also feed into the analysis. Initial non-technical pitch assessments will be carried
out on all pitches over the Autumn by way as to highlight the pitches in most need of investment and key sites. Technical assessments of
these pitches will then be carried out in early 2014.

Survey responses were circulated to the NGBs for check and challenge so that they were
aware of club responses and able to suggest if any major issues had been missed or they
could provide additional information. Responses relating to the quality of pitches and
ancillary facilities was used to supplement information gathered through site audits.

Response rates varied significantly. 100% of rugby, hockey and cricket clubs responded to
surveys. However just 41 out of 110 football clubs across East Devon and Exeter responded
(equating to 37%), and just 25 out of 109 schools across East Devon and Exeter responded
(equating to 23%), however 23 of these responses were from schools in East Devon of
which there are 65 meaning 35% of East Devon schools responded.

Multiple attempts were made by Council officers, the Devon FA, Devon County Council and
BeLAP to improve response rates by re-sending surveys, asking local Councillors to
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encourage schools and by directly contacting clubs and schools however this did not provide
many more responses. Unfortunately, this seems to have been the best response rate
possible.

Responses received varied in terms of their depth. Some responses went into plenty of
detail, describing issues and aspirations well and answering all or most of the questions,
whilst others responded with minimal explanation and only answered a percentage of the
guestions. Overall it was felt that whilst response rates could have done with being a little
higher, there were enough responses of a reasonable standard to be able to draw
conclusions.

First Draft PPS (October 2014)

A first draft of the PPS was presented to East Devon’s Cabinet for consideration in October
2014. 1t was proposed that this draft be consulted on, however, Members felt it needed
further work including further consultation directly with clubs in Honiton as certain key issues
were not fully addressed.

This being the case, a public meeting was held in Honiton on 20 November 2014 to discuss
these issues with local club representatives. The meeting was attended by representatives
of Honiton Town Football Club, Honiton Youth Football Club, Honiton Rugby Football Club,
Honiton Cricket Club, Honiton Hornets Hockey Club, Dunkeswell Rovers Football Club,
Offwell Rangers Football, Awliscombe United Football Club, Feniton Football Club, Honiton
Running Club, Honiton Tennis Club, Honiton Community College, Honiton Town Council, the
Football Association, England Netball, the Midweek Herald, local District Councillors and
officers from East Devon District Council so potentially all of the key players were there to
discuss issues.

At the meeting and in correspondence with attendees following it, the planning policy officer
requested that all clubs that were in attendance took the time to respond to the pitch users
survey which was still available on the Council’s website even if they had done so previously
to ensure that all of the correct information was gathered. They were encouraged to read
through the relevant sections of the Draft PPS and provide comment if any specific things
needed amending. New responses were received from a number of clubs and these were
used to inform the second draft of the PPS which then included a Honiton specific appendix.

Second Draft PPS (February 2015) - consultation draft

A second Draft PPS was considered and endorsed for consultation by the Council’s Cabinet
in February 2015. At the Cabinet meeting a statements were read out by representatives
from Withycombe RFC and Exmouth United FC regarding their desperate need for pitches in
Exmouth. Cabinet resolved that officers should consider look at a temporary/interim solution
for pitches in the town whilst the strategic work is ongoing. This was not reflected in the draft
that went to consultation, however, it was actioned by officers and is reflected in the latest
draft.

The Draft PPS was subject to consultation from Friday 13 February 2015 until 12 Noon on
Monday 16 March 2015. Relevant consultees were emailed on Friday 13 February 2015 with
the following text inviting them to read the draft and submit comments either electronically or
by post.

The Draft East Devon Playing Pitch Strategy (PPS) is now available for consultation from Friday 13" February 2015 until 12 Noon on
Monday 16™ March 2015. Key stakeholders including local sports clubs, Sport England, the FA, RFU, ECB, England Hockey, Active Devon,
LED, Devon County Council, town and parish councils, local schools and neighbouring authorities are being invited to make comments at
this stage. Comments received will be considered and feed into the final PPS in due course.

A PPS is a document designed to act as evidence in responding to planning applications impacting on existing or needing to provide new
sports pitches and to help guide investment in sports facilities from a range of bodies. Action plans contained within the PPS are
prioritised preferred approaches to resolving key findings and issues of the strategy.
