Partnership working

The application is for the self-contained Parish of Chardstock. No partnership working is
envisaged.

Map

As enclosed. It is a copy of the Devon County Council Parish Map of Chardstock. The
designated area is shown in white.

Explanation

Chardstock is a rural parish of approximately 380 dwellings and 1000 inhabitants. Apart
from a public house at Tytherleigh, all the community facilities that we have (village
primary school, parish community hall, village shop/Post Office, public house and
church) are located in the village of Chardstock.

Approximately half the dwellings are in the village of Chardstock; the remainder being
scattered fairly evenly over the outlying satellite hamlets of Birchill, Brockfield, Burridge,
Cotley Wash, Holy City, Hook and Tytherleigh.

The main issues of importance to the people of Chardstock, as listed and defined in the
Parish Plan published in February 2011 (and endorsed by EDDC in September 2011)
clearly affect the parish as a whole, so it is logical the the Neighbourhood Plan should
cover the whole parish.

Publicising the application

A monthly parish newsletter is delivered to all houses usually over the weekend
immediately before the start on the month. The copy deadline is either the second or third
Friday of the preceding month. Copy can either be included in the main body of the
newsletter or as separate A5 flyers, either single or double sided.

If we refuse to designate a neighbourhood area, we must publish the following on our website and in

any other manner that we consider is likely to bring the application to the attention of people who live, work

or carry out business in the area

(a) a document setting out the decision and a statement of our reasons for making that decision (“the
decision document”); and
(b) details of where and when the decision document may be inspected.
