Policy H4: Car parking policy in the Local Plan is a not a strategic matter so the Neighbourhood Plan can
set alternative requirements provided these are based on robust evidence. As currently worded, the Plan
provides an example which suggests decision-makers will look more favourably on schemes which
provide more car-parking than the minimum but this is not spatially restricted, so could apply across the
whole Parish. Concern has been raised that providing additional car parking in the countryside could
encourage higher levels of car ownership and unsustainable transport movements in these areas.

Given that most congestion and on-road car parking occur within the Built-up Area Boundary (and this is
supported by the NP group’s evidence) it is recommended that the policy be amended to state:

“Policy H4 The Neighbourhood Plan will look favourably upon developments which recognise the unique
pressures faced by Feniton with respect to traffic congestion and on-road parking, i.e. within the Built up
Area Boundary that proactively provide more parking spaces per dwelling than the minimum set out in the
Local Plan”.

An assessment has been carried out with respect to National Grid’s electricity and gas transmission
apparatus which includes high voltage electricity assets and high pressure gas pipelines and also National
Grid Gas Distribution’s Intermediate / High Pressure apparatus.

National Grid has identified the following high voltage overhead powerlines as falling within the
Neighbourhood area boundary:

* 4YA Route — 400kV from Exeter substation in East Devon to Mannington substation in East Dorset.

From the consultation information provided, the above overheads powerline does not interact with any of
the proposed development sites.
