We have previously highlighted in our Regulation 14 and SEA consultation responses the need
for evidence to demonstrate that the site allocated in policy H3 (land at Short Furlong) can be
developed without causing harm to designated heritage assets.

We note that the submitted version of the Plan is now supported by a Heritage Impact Review
report prepared by planning officers of East Devon District Council. This report provides helpful
written and illustrative evidence which identifies relevant assets for consideration, defines their
heritage significance, and assesses their sensitivity to harm from the development of the site.

The report concludes that the site contributes to the overall natural setting of Beer but not
significantly to the setting of nearby heritage assets. Due to the potential for visual impact on long
distance views, housing should be restricted to the lower section of the field and carefully
landscaped.

We accept that on this basis any direct impact on the setting of those Listed Buildings identified
will be modest. It is not wholly clear from the report what role the site might play in defining the
setting of the conservation area although it can probably be reasonably deduced that in
contributing to the natural setting of the settlement this attribute applies similarly to the
conservation area and that this has been taken account of in formulating the report’s conclusions.

We therefore have no objection to the allocation of the site in principle and any residual
consideration rests in whether the policy for the site can deliver the number of dwellings aspired to
in the portion of the site identified above. In that respect we are happy to defer to the Council and
Examiner.
