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Who must we consult? 

Important! 

You have a duty to ensure that everyone who lives or works within the neighbourhood area knows about, and has an opportunity to be involved 

in, the production of your neighbourhood plan. It is also good practice to consult your neighbouring town or parish councils throughout the 

process as your proposals may affect them. 

Some bodies, known as statutory consultees or consultation bodies, must be consulted on your draft Neighbourhood Plan if it 

proposes development that could affect their interests. In East Devon, four of these bodies are usually consulted at specific stages 

in the process- namely Neighbourhood Area designation, Habitat Regulations and Strategic Environmental Assessment screening 

(and on the actual assessments if you are required to do them), pre-submission consultation and post-submission consultation. 

They are: 

 Devon County Council; 

 the Environment Agency; 

 Historic England; and 

 Natural England. 

The other bodies should be consulted by the neighbourhood plan producers during the pre-submission consultation, and will also be 

consulted by the District Council once the plan is submitted. You may wish to consult some of these bodies at an earlier stage in 

plan production if a particular issue arises, for example by contacting Network Rail if your proposals affect land adjoining a railway 

track. Some consultees may not be relevant to your Plan as they have no interests in your area- if you are unsure please contact us 

for advice. 

Remember to record all consultation you have undertaken to include within the Consultation Statement. If you do not feel it is 

necessary to consult a particular body, you should explain your reasoning. 

The Neighbourhood Planning Regulations state that the consultation bodies (relevant to East Devon) are: 

 (1) a local planning authority, county council or parish council any part of whose area is in or adjoins the area of the local 

planning authority;

 (7) Network Rail Infrastructure Limited (company number 2904587); 

 (8) the Highways Agency; 

 (9) the Marine Management Organisation6;

(i) to whom the electronic communications code applies by virtue of a direction given under section 106(3)(a) of the 

Communications Act 2003; and 

(ii) who owns or controls electronic communications apparatus situated in any part of the area of the local planning 

authority; 

 (11) where it exercises functions in any part of the neighbourhood area— 

(i) a Primary Care Trust established under section 18 of the National Health Service Act 20067 or continued in 

existence by virtue of that section; 

(ii) a person to whom a licence has been granted under section 6(1)(b) and (c) of the Electricity Act 19898; 

(iii) a person to whom a licence has been granted under section 7(2) of the Gas Act 19869; 

(iv) a sewerage undertaker; and 

(v) a water undertaker; 

 (12) voluntary bodies some or all of whose activities benefit all or any part of the neighbourhood area; 

 (13) bodies which represent the interests of different racial, ethnic or national groups in the neighbourhood area; 

 (14) bodies which represent the interests of different religious groups in the neighbourhood area;

 (15) bodies which represent the interests of persons carrying on business in the neighbourhood area; and 

 (16) bodies which represent the interests of disabled persons in the neighbourhood area.

Due to the large number of parish councils, we have not listed their contact details, however those in East Devon are listed on our 

website and those in adjoining Districts are similarly listed on their District Council websites.
