Landlords and Tenants.  
All existing tenancies will be affected by 1st April 2020 

 
As of April 2020 it will be unlawful to rent a property 
which breaches the MEES* requirements for a minimum 
EPC rating E, unless there is an exemption registered on 
the PRS Exemptions Register.

Landlords will no longer be able to rent out properties with 

an EPC F or G. 
Landlords in this category will need to start preparing for 

the 1st April 2020.
