Vand W Both of these sites were assessed for residential housing development through
the Broadclyst Neighbourhood Plan and were rejecteddue to their history of
flooding and proportion of un-useable land that is in a flood zone.

Z1and Z2 In some parts of the Cranbrook Development Plan, these sites are identified as
possible access for the Bluehayes zone.
