Allow conversion of retail to residential at the margins of towns, perhaps as permitted development. This is
a no-brainer. There are many towns where as you radiate away from the centre you are met with unsightly
closed retail premises. Many of these are unlikely to be viable as retail for the foreseeable future. Further,
many were not originally built as retail but rather had shop fronts tacked on in the 1950-1970s. A restitution
to former use would make sense, allows town-centre residential development, parking needs will have to be
met of course. This is once in a generation opportunity.
