Definitely need to support more home working. It's the way things are going anyway. There
are likely going to be office blocks with far less than 100 percent capacity when the pandemic
is over. Make it easier for small businesses to share work spaces and people to work from
home if they want to (eg rural broadband).

The home working that has now become the norm will probably be everyone's first choice
now that we have been forced to adapt but our houses are not equipped for home working
without adaptation and fewe of us have super fast broadband.

Villages and the countryside have limited scope for introducing traditional 'industrial'
business activities.

The smaller towns and villages do urgently require support for retail businesses, not least to
make local settlements viable and self-sustaining. Your policies need to provide a clear focus
on this need.

| strongly oppose further development at hill Barton and greendale. The A road is already
very congested at rush hours due to the massive increase in HGVs from both sites and
inadequate roundabout at Clyst st Mary/M5 Junction.

Travelling internationally requires East Devon residents to travel at least to Bristol, and often
to Heathrow Gatwick or Stansted. Support should be given to developing Exeter Airport

The year 2020 -21 ably demonstrate the changing need to less business development sites in
single areas and more home working. The fall out from Covid 19 will be desolate Business
Parks

Sainsury's development in Ottery St Mary has, predictably, killed the local traders and
character of the town; this should act as a strong reminder not to let this happen eslewhere!
More investment in good telecom/internet is essential for home working. Rural areas are
often poorly served as are poorer areas of cities and towns

All of the options are important for encouraging employment in East Devon. Encouraging
jobs in the larger towns and cities is an easier option than encouraging business expansion in
the villages and countryside. However, encouraging employment in these areas would cut
down on journeys made to work and would have social and economic impacts in these
smaller villages. A small number of llve / work units could work in smaller towns and villages.
EMPLOYMENT AND HELP FOR YOUNGER PEOPLE AND PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES PLEASE

The risk with 12d is that it will encourage more transport and more environmental impact so
if it is to be pursued then it should be capped in terms of numbers employed per business
and should encourage local work for local people.

With all the developments that are happening, there is rarely any new infrastructure that
comes with it. This causes serious road delays and an increase of risk with regards to
accidents at poorly designed junctions. Homeworking would be great, if only there was
decent broadband in rural areas.

SME businesses provide well over 50% of employment. East Devon needs to drive
employment opportunities across the whole of East Devon, including rural and semi rural
areas.

Home working generally will only work if internet speeds and mobile phone signals are
improved. Many properties even in areas with Jurassic fibre broadly available are not able to
access fibre as the Jurassic fibre are only going after the 'easy' to install properties. Licences
and subsidies should require specifically that all properties should have the option of a
connection when the fibre is say less than 100m from the property.

Appropriate space and aesthetic must be considered, what it adds to the village is really
important to. it is great to have independent business in small village as it means that
everyone can cut down on car usage.Suitable businesses such as cafés hairdressers dentists
doctors small local shops secondhand charity shops, as well as businesses that may work
quite well but not have a customer facing village role.

We have already enough built up areas, just make use of existing places that are no longer
used, re-develop them so one space can be used by more people/companies

Enabling more home working will positively affect transmission of disease & carbon footprint,
but homeworkers need to be trusted to work and not go out for leisure during working
hours.

Again, COVID has provided the necessary level of crisis to get people off their backsides to
become more adaptable and unsurprisingly amongst the obvious problems many great
successes arise, was of home working being one. Alongside this helping local businesses in
farming and fishing to green and diversify is vital. | strongly believe the fishermen are likely to
find a local market and no longer need to export to the EU, and farmers can provide more
local produce, but they need help and support in many cases. This should become the first
priority. A huge contribution to dealing with climate change when it is successful.

"Covid 19", and rapid technological advances has shown that ‘home working' is going to
become much more prevalent, added to which will be the continued expansion of on-line
retailing and the rapid change in Exeter's aggressive attitude to commuting. As the County is
predominently not a manufacturing area, support should be given to small 'technically
orientated' service users.

Employment activity within villages via allocated employment sites would be inappropriate
due to their environmental impact i.e. extra traffic on narrow lanes, noise and pollution and
negative visual impact on the landscape. Villages are not usually where employers want to be
i.e. poor infrastructure and employment land in such locations are rarely successful in
attracting employers to site a business.

Home working is often the preserve of the few . Many people are also retired or have to
travel to work. It is mainly incomers who want large homes with offices. Also large expensive
dwellings become even larger when offices could be easily be accommodated in a smaller
footprint- leading to inappropriate dwellings of a bulk, scale and height inappropriate in
sensitive AONB landscapes.

Mix business locations with living locations, reducing driving requirements.

West End is already harmfully concentrated with development. The council has not
demonstrated control or joined up thinking in the expansion of this industrial area.

Honiton does NOT need and extension to Heathpark estate. . Many properties are empty
anyway.

There are plenty
of empty units in any business / retail park you go to not to mention empty shops in all of the
towns. Do not destroy our countryside

Consider future for High Streets and alternative uses of shop premises no longer required.
Control number of shops being used by Charities.

Would the support of 12e above have implications on the status of residential properties in
terms of business rates etc?

Home working is becoming difficult for some families as children get older and demands on
the existing properties are made. The novelty of home working is now beginning to wear off.
- The main issue with employment, industry and business has to be the transport
infrastructure, otherwise any increases in HGV traffic just causes further damage to villages
and towns with small roads.

- Bigger business and industry MUST be situated near dual carriageways to allow for the
traffic increase. e.g. on question 12c more business would be okay near the A30 in the main
town of Honiton but not okay in Sidmouth as the only route is via the A3052 which would
create more HGVs through villages which were not built for them (e.g. the pinch point in
Newton Poppleford is totally unsuitable for HGVs).

- However question 12¢c, home working does not cause significant extra vehicles so is okay for
all towns and villages.

- Ql12ais supportable because those sites are near dual carriageways whereas Q12b sites
(Greendale and Hill Barton) are inappropriate for big business/industry as they're on the
A3052 which is single carriageway and not designed for industrial traffic.

Covid has shown that many people can work at home. This should be encouraged. The
reduction of vehicle use to commute to and from work has to be recognised. Air pollution is
much reduced because of this. There is no need for businesses to be set up on some
industrial park.

There will be a significant working shift towards both remote and village working. This is
twofold: 1 - virtual working means individuals from cities will likely move to rural areas; 2 -
villages will become more important as people become more conscious of their local
consumption.

'‘Business' covers multitude of areas - industrial business should be focused in and around the
areas already identified. Retail / 'cottage industry in and around smaller towns and villages
should be welcomed but any 'industrial' development within the East Devon are could
irrevocably alter the countryside, destroy quality of life with traffic and eventually damage
tourism.

Business expansion is heavily dependent on available infrastructure. The M5 and A30/35 are
the only major routes for businesses to move goods to other parts of the country - thus if the
plan endorses business growth away from towns bordering these routes then the associated
infrastructure becomes a pre-requisite

12d - | would support local enterprise suitable to "the villages and across the countryside of
East Devon"

The objective should be to build self sustaining communities for a diverse range of people.

Employment creation across East Devon is important but different areas have differing needs
and ways of doing. Need sensitivity .. schemes for apprenticeships for rural crafts important.
You certainly need to get better internet and 4G coverage in East Devon. Small businesses
rely on the internet in rural towns. Connectivity is everything the current times.
Concentrating the big employment centres in the West of the district is suitable in terms of
leaving natural beauty of the rest of the area untouched BUT there must be good public
transport links into those large sites. In a smaller way this also applies t the employment
opportunities being created in Exmouth, Axminster and Honiton.

Smaller firms are more resilient than large companies as they are agile. Also if companies like
Amazon suddenly decide that their business model dictates that they close down a site then
the effect on employment is quick and drastic. In any case, the jobs created by the likes of
Amazon could not, in the main, be regarded as skilled jobs.

My objection to allow business development in or around East Devon's villages would spoail
those villages. One of the attractions of East Devon's villages to holiday-makers and tourists
from other countries is the unspoilt nature of their environs.

CV-19 looks like meaning more people can work from home so both existing residents need
good infrastructure for that as well as those moving in from out of area and looking to work
remotely from home..

Protection for small villages. Use of brownfield sites first. Consideration for traffic within the
area. The roads are too busy now and with all the developments for property the roads need
upgrading to support the quantity of traffic.

Development in smaller communities will have to be tempered by road access considerations
- many villages have narrow lanes to them which are unsuitable for large vehicles. Home
working - will be predicated on the availability of fast broadband and good mobile comms.

It would make sense to concentrate on the bigger employment sites nearer to Exeter.
However, some of the smaller towns or even villages may be able to support small
enterprises, perhaps those that support the farming community or rural crafts etc. These
could operate from possibly small wooden clad/stone/lime wash buildings - ones that visually
fit in to the proposed setting. Or maybe where a house has a second home within it's grounds
(as a number of Devon homes seem to have) that these could have a change of use to an
office or similar. (Save it being used as a holiday let!)

COVID has shown commuting can be avoided if employers embrace new opportunities

12d I support this in principle but would want any business development to be of a scale
appropriate to a village setting (not another Greendale) and definitely not in open
countryside.

Encourage and incentivize the return of small businesses to the villages - bakery, hairdresser,
cafe, quality gastropub, post office, newsagent and off licence.

An airport has no place in a zero carbon future . Environmentally friendly businesses in areas
which people can reach without relying on cars should be given precedence. The overriding
but unaddressed need for business is for small start-up units that could be slotted into
existing built-up areas or incorporated in new-build estates.

Home working reduces the footfall in local towns and shops, where office workers would
traditionally pop out for a sandwich, coffee, do shopping etc during lunch and off periods.
The better footfall in local towns, shops and cafes the better!

Support locals first and smaller businesses

The whole employment profile of East Devon is massively skewed to the West End. To
improve the viability and sustainability of the centre and East of the area, new employment
opportunities must be spread to these areas.

More homeworking together with scattered development will spread the load on the
district’s infrastructure without adversely affecting towns and villages..

Don’t destroy countryside and thereby kill tourism and the attraction of retirement homes as
these provide significant local employment.

Business support in larger towns and villages need to make provision for improved Highway
access and availability as in the case of Exmouth. We already have an overloaded capacity of
at peak times 26000 vehicles a day on the A376 from Exmouth to CSG and the existing road is
no longer adequate for a substantial increase bearing in mind the recent planning approvals
of Littleham and Goodmoores we need a dual carriageway as proposed back in 1987 which
was shelved by the government from Hullam Road to CSG.

crucial for homeworking is the promotion of high speed broadband to all communities.

The main consideration is all cases should be whether the operation of a business is
compatible with the proposed area where it would be based. For example, IT specialists could
work from home in a small rural village and there would be no visible impact but the
commnity might benefit from having year round occupancy of properties which might
otherwise be empty holiday homes for most of the year. Likewise a transport business needs
to be located where there are good road networks and suitable non-rural sites for
warehousing.

Building in an AONB is so delicate. Tourism is vital to the area and overbuilding can impact
on resources and roads can have a serious adverse affect on the area. There are already
purpose built large business parks and hubs already so incorporating buses etc to these place
is helpful. Looking at the character of the area, craft and creative businesses, especially in
line with our tourist, character area could be amazing and these hubs could be created in
pockets of land or take over some current sites. Plumbers and in similar trades, tend to work
from home to avoid overhead costs. Coastal towns have to be so sensitive about not
shooting themselves in the foot by overcrowding with larger type distribution parks. For
example the Sidford Business Park was a huge mistake especially on a flood plain with
inadequate road systems.

Where business development is promoted within main towns and villages, these should be in
keeping with the area, are and ensure where possible that it invests in the local facilities and

services, thus becoming a welcome and integral part of the local community.

12c - In the town centres.

The need for job creation and housing in sustainable villages is the best way of encouraging
their self-containment, thus fostering economic hubs and reducing the need for travel by
private car. Policy should ensure that the key villages and towns located within the East
Devon countryside continue to be vibrant communities in which to live. Locating employment
within or near to key towns and villages supports existing local business and services,
increasing local patronage, whilst also creating demand for local enterprises. The benefits of
home working should also be recognised. Since the Covid-19 pandemic and lockdowns in
England, the prevalence of home-working has considerably increased. As such, villages with
some key amenities are likely to benefit from reduced commuting, and a re-focus on
supporting local amenities. These villages will therefore foster environments of more local
services to start up and, with support of home-working, these are the places to focus housing
growth.

It seems likely that, following the Covid pandemic, home working is here to stay to a much
greater degree than hitherto. Therefore, an emphasis on appropriate facilities, particularly
quality Broadband, is essential.

Separately, the recently reported re-establishment of aviation business at Exeter Airport,
including technical training in association with Exeter College, must be welcomed. |imagine
this came too late for inclusion in the draft plan, but should be supported.

Rather than having everything focused around Exeter, the council should encourage
development elsewhere -

The face of working is changing as a result of the pandemic. More home working will no
doubt continue. There has been a significant increase in small business start-ups. Many
people have worked hard to be creative to keep businesses going to survive. However this
does need support - e.g. Superfast Internet is vital, as discussed in the plan, new homes
having provision for a home office.

My support for 12a, 12b and 12c would be conditional on provision of increased public
transport links and cycleways. Otherwise the end result is more cars on the road, more
congestion and more pollution.

The ongoing pandemic has demonstrated that many jobs can be successfully carried out at
home where fast broadband connectivity is available. Even after the pandemic is behind us,
many observers believe the “new normal” will involve significantly higher levels of home
working than before. (The return of “cottage industries” as existed before the Industrial
Revolution). The new East Devon Plan should anticipate and encourage this continuing
evolution in how work happens, brought about the Information Revolution, thereby reducing
travel requirements and carbon emissions.

Not just Sldmouth - which historically gets all the money, although Exmouth is now
benefitting.

Home working is only viable if you have the internet provision which small villages, especially
to the east of the region - do not.

We need diversity but we should also endeavour to reduce travel between residential areas
and employment.

For the reasons set out in detail in response to Question 24 the intensification of economic
activity at and immediately around Exeter Airport is supported, with the Airport acting as a
hub for growth in the West End. In those comments the inclusion within the plan of a
specific policy to support the growth and development of the Airport is strongly supported.
Any policy in relation to the location of employment should have regard and make reference
to the requirement for appropriate airport safeguarding, amenity and the provision of
infrastructure (see also detailed comments in response to Question 24).

An application in Clyst Honiton, involving changing the use for Skypark from offices to
warehousing/delivery showed how the business world has changed rapidly. The West End
developments will continue as they are in a sustainable position, although their expansion
should be limited, to maintain sustainability.

Covid has shown that we need to stick to our strengths as an economic base. Lack of
development at Exeter Business Park, Skypark is evidence that such economic growth is
weak.

There are concerns that there is not the infrastructure to cope with more development and
traffic in areas close to Exeter.

Further development at Hill Barton/Greendale reduces green field land. Both sites have
already expanded outside their planned development footprint. These are industrial estates
in open countryside, which is inappropriate land use with both located within 3 miles of the
Pebblebed Heaths.

The West End area, along with Exeter Science Park and Exeter Industrial area have become
known as the Exeter Enterprise Zone. Moving forward, in order for the economic area to
remain a desirable space for employers to locate themselves, and thus reap the rewards of
agglomeration and synergy, East Devon Council must continue to provide innovate space
there in which businesses and enterprise can locate themselves.

The site at Sowton is extremely well-connected to the above employment centres and to the
strategic highway network. Such benefits cannot be found in the more remote locations of
East Devon’s towns and villages. Any business located at the site would have instant access to
the A30 and M5, alongside Exeter Airport. The site is the next logical step to provide
employment space in the region, lying close to the city.
