Section 3.2 "Housing Development within the Built-Up Area Boundary" and Section 3.3 "
Housing Site Allocations". 

I am writing with the site adjacent to The Old Coach House on Shute Road in mind, 
however the revision could be appropriate to multiple sites and reduce pressure to build 
further into the countryside.

This site is part of the former Coach Park & Workshops, with The Old Coach House 
constructed on the other half of the site in 2000. The notional BUAB line now falls 
between the now subdivided site, with the new dwelling within it.

Whist I accept that this is not an allocated site, it would seem logical to first consider the 
merit of previously developed land (brownfield) sites before previous undeveloped 
(greenfield) land (as stated in 3.2.1.). 

In considering well located "windfall development" sites (both inside or outside of the 
BUAB) favourably, any pressure to develop the allocated sites (outside of the BUAB) 
could be reduced. 

This site alone has the potential to provide multiple residential units of a type and size 
required within the Neighbourhood Plan, and as such should be given due consideration 
within the Neighbourhood Plan, whether by adding a paragraph regarding "windfall sites" 
or other means.
