The importance of BNG and its link to the Environment Bill (which received Royal Ascent and became an
Act on 9 November 202) is understood. However, it is our understanding that the delivery of 10% BNG
will not be a mandatory requirement until Winter 2023 at the earliest. This will give LPA’s time to set up
for the delivery of net gain and the creation of strategies for off-site habitat creation.

The Government’s response to the 2018 consultation on net gain set out there would be a 2 year
implementation period for mandatory BNG once the Environment Bill received royal ascent. We would
suggest that this implementation period should be built into policy so that there is no immediate
requirement to deliver the 10% as per the current positon on this issue, and as per references within the
NPPF which refers to delivering ‘net gains’ in biodiversity rather than a set percentage
