MM Cranbrook infrastructure delivery

This policy emphasises that infrastructure delivery needs to be a major consideration in the
proposals to expand to the north, south, east and west. This is a sensible approach and is to be
welcomed. We support the proposal that the infrastructure which is site specific must be
delivered in full by developers of the relevant expansion area. This will ensure that it is provided
at the right time.

A focus on delivering infrastructure is welcomed, but the direct link between achieving this
objective and delivering a lower number of affordable homes is not proven. It is disappointing to
see a reduction in the affordable housing provision to 15% of the new homes in the proposed
expansion of the town. This is considerably lower than the existing obligation of 30% in the first
phase. This lower requirement is justified by the council on the grounds of viability and the
infrastructure required for the expansion, as well as a desire to increase housing diversity.
Seeking 15% is in conflict with the approach taken in the initial phase of development, which
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requires 30% affordable housing, and also the adopted Local Plan and draft Affordable Housing
SPD, both of which refer to a requirement for 25% affordable to be delivered in the town. The
plan should seek to recognise affordable homes as intrinsic to addressing housing need to
ensure access to quality homes across a range of tenures.
