Answer: 

 

Yes, the new emerging Local Plan timetable is still running broadly to that set out 

in the Local Development Scheme (April 2022) as follows: 

 Issues Consultation – completed in January 2021.  

 Draft plan – consultation starting Autumn 2022 (commenced 7th November).  

 Publication – consultation starts Autumn 2023. 

 Submission – early 2024.  

 Inspector’s Hearings – 2024. 
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 Adoption – early 2025 

Please note that the current consultation on the draft plan is running into the winter 

months and will close in mid-January (15th January 2023).  This will place some 

pressure on keeping to the timetable, which will remain under on-going review, 

with updates taken regularly to our Strategic Planning Committee.
