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NEW HORSES TO BE ADDED TO LICENCE 


The Animal Welfare (Licencing of Activities involving Animals) (England) Regulations 2018 provide that only horses specified in the list of horses appended to the licence may be used for the licensable activity.  Any changes to the list of horses must be notified to the local authority by the licence holder; with evidence that a veterinarian has deemed any new horse as fit for the purpose, the licence will then be varied by the local authority.
